Finalists will be chosen and notified by Friday,
October 18, 2024. Finalists are required to audition in person on Sunday, December 1, 2024.

Auditorium, Mabel Wood Hall, on the campus of Southern Adventist University. Finalists will
play in last name alphabetical order. Winners will be announced at the end of the live auditions.
